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Hello Brothers and Sisters,

First of all let me apologize for the absence of
“Families Matter” for the past nine months. | could make
a lot of excuses, but the bottom line is that | just didn’t
put it as a priority. | have since found out that the
newsletter was missed. Therefore we’re back in busi-
ness and making it a priority to get an edition out each
month, if possible. We have gotten more contributors
and hopefully will have a better newsletter than before.

Several months ago, during a meeting, the question
of how many teachings we had heard during our walk
with the Lord was raised. | thought about that and came
to the conclusion that | had heard hundreds if not a
thousand teachings. Then came the question, “how
much of the material that | had heard, had been incor-
porated into my life?” My answer was “probably not very
much of it”. | guess if | had incorporated everything that
I have heard, | might be on my way to being a Saint but
then we know that isn’t even close to being true.

However, the more that | thought about it | realized
that | had been very deficient in appropriating teaching
into my life. At the next Household meeting | shared
about my deficiency and a good Brother in the Lord,
Jerry Cleland, suggested that we draw up some guide-
lines for incorporating teachings into our lives. | encour-
aged Jerry to share those guidelines at our next Gather-
ing, which he did. | would like to share those guidelines
here with you because many of you were not at that
Gathering and | believe that especially now when we
are striving to put the “Ten Essentials” into our lives
these guidelines might be helpful.

The first thing that we must all know is that how we
incorporate things into our lives will look different
depending on our state in life - our age, the length of
time we have been walking with the Lord, and what we
have already put into practice in our lives. Jerry next
talked about 4 principals;

#1 God is interested in our intent and desire to do
His will. Above all else, this is what is ultimately impor-
tant to Him. If we try to incorporate some part of an
Essential, struggle with it and maybe even fail for a
while, that's alright as long as the desire of our heart is

to do God’s will. His mercy and love will always be
present to us and maybe the timing isn't right.

#2 Your ability to take on some aspect of an Essen-
tial is dependant on how long you have been following
the Lord. If you are just starting with the Lord what you
take on is going to be different than with someone who
has been following the Lord for 20 years.

#3 Your state in life is a big factor in determining
what you can take on and when you can take it on.
Couples with small children will be limited in what they
can take on and how fast they can take it on. Those with
many parenting responsibilities need be aware that
changing diapers or having long talks with teenagers can
be just as pleasing to the Lord, if done in the right spirit,
as some taking on a new aspect of an Essential.

#4 Pray as to what the Lord wants you to take on.
We might want to take on a certain aspect of an Essen-
tial, but God may have a different idea for what would
be good for us. We want to always be in God’s will.

Several practical aspects were given also. First of all
learn to live by a simple, basic schedule. We only have
so much time and a schedule will help us free up some
time and put order in our lives. Write the schedule out
and prioritize our day as to what is most important. It
was also noted that husbands should be available to
help the wives when necessary.

Secondly seek the basics first. If you are starting out
with establishing a prayer time, stay with that until it is
in pretty good shape before taking on something else.
Mass, Reconciliation, and prayer are really important
and should be considered basics. The third practical
aspect is if you run into problems seek counsel. Talking
to an older brother and sister that has been through this
before will save you a lot of grief and time. Also seek
answers in prayer. What is the Spirit of God saying about
it? Finally, expect some troubles with your flesh. The evil
one will not want you to accomplish what you have set
out to do, so expect him to harass you. Spiritual warfare
is really helpful at this point.

The guidelines finished with some “don’ts”. Don't
try to get ahead of where the Spirit is leading you. Move

as to how quickly they are moving ahead 1|
in specific areas. Competition is not of |
the Lord. Each of us will move at differ-
ent speeds. Don't grind it out if you get
really frustrated. God will make it tough

on you at times but He doesn’t want you

to become despondent and throw in the towel. Step back,
evaluate, and get some help.

Brothers and Sisters | have shared our 10 Essentials
with several priests and they have affirmed that this is a
great way to grow in holiness and in our walk with the
Lord. I know for me personally that the Essentials are a
challenge. I also know from past experience that | can't
take on too much at one time, but need to pray for dis-
cernment on what the Lord wants me to take on. | think if
we follow Jerry’s principals we will continue to move
forward in God’s Kingdom and be pleasing to Him. The
Bible begins to give us some clues about godliness and
holiness in Genesis where it tells us about Enoch the
father of Methuselah. In a very short three-verse summary
of Enoch’s life, Moses twice describes him as one who
“walked with God”. In Hebrews chapter 11 the writer
gives us a slightly different perspective, he describes
Enoch, as “one who pleased God”. If we keep striving to
incorporate the 10 Essentials into our lives we will con-
tinue our walk with the Lord and be pleasing to Him.

(Fhe 10 Essentials Elements of a Member of FCJC\

1. Adhere to the teachings of the Magesterium of the Roman
Catholic Church.

2. To have a daily personal prayer time & Scripture reading time.

3. To receive the Holy Eucharist and spend time before the
Blessed Sacrament as frequently as possible.

4. Go to the Sacrament of Reconciliation at least once a quarter.

5. If married, pray with my spouse daily.

6. Keep Holy the Lord’s day as a family by planning some kind of
Spiritual family activity.

7. Having a weekly husband/wife meeting using a specific
format, focusing on relationships and responsibilities.

8. Making available to God my time. (Priorirty attendance to
Gatherings, Household meetings and other FCJC functions.)

9. Make available to God my talents. (Serving the FCIJC commu-
nity and others with my gifts.

10. Make available to God my treasure. (Through tithing and

need of the church.” “From the reception of these charisms,
even the most ordinary ones, there arises for each of the faithful
the right and duty of exercising them in the Church and world”

McDonnell p.8 “We cannot but desire that these gifts come and
may God grant it with abundance. Besides grace let God’s church
be able to obtain and possess the charisms. God grant that the
